Build It Yourself (B.I.Y.) looks at creating a furniture design

made from simple materials and techniques that reflect

democratic design principles. In 1974, Italian designer Enzo

Mari published “Autoprogettazione?”, a booklet of design

plans for people to build their own furniture. Utilising the

same concepts of attainable materials, simple construction,

and developing an instruction guide, students will explore

their personal ideas of what makes an object both good and

accessible to everyone, culminating in final full-scale

furniture design.
